2015 BILL FULL CUP VM REGATTA – June 13

Overview
Ten skippers competed in thirteen heats with one throw-out on Saturday, June 13, at Redd’s Pond in the Marblehead MYC’s 20th “Full” Cup VM Regatta. For season points, it was our VM #3. Saturday had steady and light NE breeze for first five heats shifting to SW with full sun and mid-70s temperatures. Special thanks to Rick Gates as scorekeeper and for his artful taping of Craig Speck’s Sunwind deck given water intrusion. 
There were two VM design categories for awards: Traditional (TD) 1930-1945 VMs and High Flyer (HF) 1946-1970 VMs. The TD VM fleet winner was awarded perpetual Full Cup alternated yearly between these groups. Three TD and seven HF VM design boats raced. Andy Abrahamson (NH) and Thom McLaughlin (ME) were our out-of-state competitors. 
Results
Club nautical chart award plaques from Tod Johnstone of Mystic, CT. were presented to the top-two skippers in each VM category for twelve scored heats along with perpetual Bill Full Cup. Results had Eddie Wolfe as clear HF fleet winner plus overall low-points skipper with his fiberglass Warrior II model. He won eight first places to beat Stan Goodwin by eighteen points in his wooden Warrior II. Rick Laird with his 1935 Madcap and black sails was first in TD VMs and took home the Full Cup. John Storrow was second racing another Madcap. Of note, Thom McLaughlin raced his 2015 WoodenBoat School model building course design; his beautiful-finished Pentagoet TD design.
